The Hampton Police Department announces the arrest of:

on 11/3/09.  Mr. Boisvert is charged with one count each of violation RSA’s 651-B:4-a, 
registration of online identifiers, and RSA 651-B:5, change of information; duty to inform.  
Mr. Boisvert is a registered sex offender subject to the reporting requirements of RSA 
651-B.  Mr. Boisvert is alleged to have maintained an email address, and a myspace 
account under an assumed name, without reporting such to the Hampton Police 
Department.  He is also alleged to have failed to update the Police Department when 
asked if he maintained any ‘online identifiers’ as specified in the statute.   
 
The investigation involved members of the NH Attorney Generals Office, the Hampton 
Police Department, and the NH Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force 
maintained by Portsmouth PD.  Both Hampton PD and the Attorney Generals Office are 
affiliate task force members, and the Hampton Police Department has a Detective 
assigned to the task force provided for by federal grant money.  The Attorney Generals 
Office became aware of the online activity and forwarded the information to Hampton 
PD.   
 



 
According to the NH Sex Offender Registry, he was convicted of two counts of 
Felonious Sexual Assault of a victim under 13 and four counts of Aggravated Felonious 
Sexual Assault of a victim under 13 on 10/9/01 
(http://www4.egov.nh.gov/nsor/Display.aspx?offenderID=4153).   
 
There is no information that he contacted any children online or through the use of the 
email or myspace account.   
 
RSA 651-B:4-a, registration of online identifiers, took effect on January 1, 2009, 
requiring all registered sex offenders to report online activity.   
 
Boisvert was the subject of a previous press release back on February 21, 2008 when 
he was arrested by the Hampton Police Department as a fugitive from justice out of 
Massachusetts.  At that time Boisvert was listed as a top ten most wanted sexual 
offender.
